The SEPM X-Translator allows import and export  of  
vector data  to and from Smallworld. Use it to exchange GIS 
data with architects, engineers, planners, analysts, authorities, 
partners or customers.

Support for styles and custom draw methods 
Smallworld custom draw methods (e.g. for the representation of cross 
sections) are applied during export. The exported data is visualized 
almost identically in AutoCAD when compared to Smallworld GIS:
